1. ARTICLES NOT TO APPLY

No regulations set out in any statute or in any statutory instrument or other subordinate
legislation concerning companies (including any model articles prescribed under the
Companies Act 2006) shall apply as the regulations or articles of the Company, but the
following shall be the Articles of Association of the Company.

redemption the name of the registered holder shall be removed from the Register and the
Management Shares which have been redeemed shall be cancelled.

class and to the C Shares as a separate class that without the sanction or consent of such
holders given in accordance with these Articles:

8.1.1 no alteration shall be made to these Articles;

8.1.2 no allotment or issue will be made of any security convertible into or carrying a
right to subscribe for any share capital of the Company other than the allotment
or issue of further C Shares; and

8.1.3 no resolution of the Company shall be passed to wind-up the Company.

For the avoidance of doubt but subject to the rights or privileges attached to any
other class of shares, the previous sanction of a special resolution of the
holders of Existing Ordinary Shares and C Shares, as described above, shall
not be required in respect of:

8.1.4 the issue of further Ordinary Shares ranking pari passu in all respects with the
Existing Ordinary Shares (otherwise than in respect of any dividend or other
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distribution declared, paid or made on the Existing Ordinary Shares by the issue

Calculation Date:

10.1.1.1 the Conversion Ratio as at the relevant Calculation Date and the
numbers of Ordinary Shares and Deferred Shares to which each
holder of C Shares of that tranche shall be entitled on Conversion
of that tranche shall be calculated; and

10.1.1.2 the Auditors shall confirm that such calculations as have been
made by the Company have, in their opinion, been performed in
accordance with these Articles and are arithmetically accurate
whereupon such calculations shall become final and binding on the
Company and all holders of the Company's shares and any other
securities issued by the Company which are convertible into the
Company's shares, subject to the proviso immediately after 'H' in
the definition of "Conversion Ratio" above;

10.1.2 the Directors shall procure that, as soon as practicable following such
confirmation and in any event within 10 Business Days of the relevant
Calculation Date, a notice is sent to each holder of C Shares of the relevant
tranche advising such shareholder of the Conversion Date, the Conversion
Ratio and the numbers of Ordinary Shares and Deferred Shares to which such
holder of C Shares of the relevant tranche will be entitled on Conversion;
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10.1.3 on conversion each C Share of the relevant tranche shall automatically
subdivide into 10 conversion shares of one penny (£0.01) each and such
conversion shares of one penny (£0.01) each shall automatically convert into
such number of Ordinary Shares and Deferred Shares as shall be necessary to
ensure that, upon such Conversion being completed:

10.1.3.1 the aggregate number of Ordinary Shares into which the same
number of conversion shares of one penny (£0.01) each are
converted equals the number of C Shares of the relevant tranche

11. FURTHER ISSUES

Subject to the provisions of the Companies Act and to any rights for the time being attached
to any existing shares, any shares may be allotted or issued with, or have attached to them,
such preferred, deferred or other rights or restrictions, whether in regard to dividend, voting,
transfer, return of capital or otherwise, as the Company may from time to time by ordinary
resolution determine or, if no such resolution has been passed or so far as the resolution
does not make specific provision, as the Board may determine.

12. ALLOTMENT

121 Subject to the provisions of the Companies Act, and to any relevant authority of the
Company required by the Companies Act, the Board may allot (with or without conferring
rights of renunciation), grant options over, offer or otherwise deal with or dispose of any new
shares or rights to subscribe for or convert any security into shares, to such persons
(including the Directors themselves), at such times and generally on such terms and
conditions as the Board may decide, provided that no share shall be issued at a discount to
the par value of the relevant share.

12.2 The Board may, at any time after the allotment of any share but before any person has been
entered in the Register as the holder, recognise a renunciation thereof by the allottee in
favour of some other person and accord to any allottee of a share a right to effect such
renunciation and/or allow the rights represented thereby to be one or more participating
securities, in each case upon and subject to such terms and conditions as the Board may
think fit to impose.
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Subject to the Companies Act, the Board may issue shares as certificated shares or as
uncertificated shares in its absolute discretion and these Articles shall be construed
accordingly.

REDEEMABLE SHARES

Subject to the provisions of the Companies Act and to any special rights for the time being
attached to any existing shares, any share may be issued which is, or at the option of the
Company or of the holder of such share is liable, to be redeemed on such terms and
conditions and in such manner as these Articles may provide or the Directors may
determine.

SHARE WARRANTS TO BEARER

The Company may, with respect to any fully paid shares, issue a warrant (a "share
warrant") stating that the bearer of the share warrant is entitled to the shares specified in it
and may provide (by coupons or otherwise) for the payment of future dividends on the
shares included in a share warrant.

The powers referred to in Article 14.1 may be exercised by the Board, which may determine
and vary the conditions on which share warrants shall be issued, and in particular on which:

14.2.1 a new share warrant or coupon will be issued in the place of one damaged,
defaced, worn out or lost (provided that no new share warrant shall be issued to
replace one that has been lost unless the Board is satisfied beyond reasonable
doubt that the original has been destroyed);

14.2.2 the bearer of a share warrant shall be entitled to receive notice of and to attend,
vote and demand a poll at general meetings;

14.2.3 dividends will be paid; and

14.2.4 a share warrant may be surrendered and the name of the holder entered in the
Register in respect of the shares specified in it.

Subject to such conditions and to these Articles, the bearer of a share warrant shall be
deemed to be a member for all purposes. The bearer of a share warrant shall be subject to
the conditions for the time being in force and applicable to it, whether made before or after
the issue of such share warrant.

COMMISSION AND BROKERAGE

The Company may, in connection with the issue of any shares, exercise all powers of paying
commission and brokerage conferred or permitted by the Companies Act. Subject to the
provisions of the Companies Act, any such commission or brokerage may be satisfied by the
payment of cash, the allotment of fully or partly paid shares, the grant of an option to call for
an allotment of shares or any combination of such methods.

TRUSTS NOT TO BE RECOGNISED

Except as otherwise expressly provided by these Articles, as required by law or as ordered
by a court of competent jurisdiction, the Company shall not recognise any person as holding
any share on any trust, and the Company shall not be bound by or required in any way to
recognise (even when having notice of it) any equitable, contingent, future, partial or other
claim to or interest in any shares other than an absolute right of the holder to the whole of
the share.

CERTIFICATED AND UNCERTIFICATED SHARES
Notwithstanding anything in these Articles to the contrary, any shares may be issued, held,

registered, converted to, transferred or otherwise dealt with in certificated or in uncertificated
form and converted from uncertificated form to certificated form in accordance with the
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Regulations and practices instituted by the Operator of the relevant system. The provisions
of these Articles shall not apply to any uncertificated shares to the extent that such
provisions are inconsistent with:

The Company shall be entitled to assume that the entries on any record of securities
maintained by it in accordance with the Regulations and regularly reconciled with the
relevant Operator register of securities are a complete and accurate reproduction of the
particulars entered in the Operator register of securities and shall accordingly not be liable in
respect of any act or thing done or omitted to be done by or on behalf of the Company in
reliance on such assumptions. In particular, any provision of these Articles which requires or
envisages that action will be taken in reliance on information contained in the Register shall
be construed so as to permit that action to be taken in reliance on information contained in
any relevant record of securities (as so maintained and reconciled).

SHARE CERTIFICATES
RIGHT TO CERTIFICATES

On becoming the holder of any share in certificated form, every person (except a recognised
person in respect of whom the Company is not by law required to complete and have ready
for delivery a certificate) shall be entitled, without charge, to have issued within two months
after allotment or lodgement of a transfer (unless the terms of issue of the shares provide
otherwise) one certificate for all of the shares of that class registered in his name. Such
certificate shall specify the number and class of the shares in respect of which it is issued
and the amount or respective amounts paid up thereon and shall be issued as provided in
Article 439140.

The Company shall not be obliged to issue a certificate in respect of a Management Share
until the date falling 180 days after the allotment and issue of the same, and any transfers of
Management Shares during such period shall be certified against the Register.

The Company shall not be bound to issue more than one certificate in respect of shares held
jointly by two or more persons. Delivery of a certificate to the person first named on the
Register shall be sufficient delivery to all joint holders.

Where a member (other than a recognised person) has transferred part only of the shares
comprised in a certificate, he shall be entitled without charge to a certificate for the balance
of such shares. Where a member receives more shares of any class, he shall be entitled
without charge to a certificate for the extra shares of that class.

No certificate representing shares of more than one class or in respect of shares held by a
recognised person shall be issued.

This Article 18 does not apply to uncertificated shares.
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REPLACEMENT CERTIFICATES

Any two or more certificates representing shares of any one class held by any member may
at his request be cancelled and a single new certificate for such shares issued in lieu without
charge on surrender of the original certificates for cancellation.

If any member shall surrender for cancellation a share certificate representing shares held by
him and request the Company to issue in lieu thereof two or more share certificates
representing such shares in such proportions as he may specify, the Board may, if it thinks
fit, comply with such request.

Share certificates may be renewed or replaced on such terms as to provision of evidence
and indemnity (with or without security) and to payment of any exceptional out-of-pocket
expenses, including those incurred by the Company in investigating such evidence and
preparing such indemnity and security, as the Board may decide, and on surrender of the
original certificate (where it is defaced, damaged or worn out), but without any further
charge.

In the case of shares held jointly by several persons, any such request as is mentioned in
this Article 19 may be made by any one of the joint holders.

This Article 19 does not apply to uncertificated shares.
LIEN ON SHARES
LIEN ON SHARES NOT FULLY PAID

The Company shall have a first and paramount lien on each of its shares which is not fully
paid, for all amounts payable to the Company (whether presently or not) in respect of that
share to the extent and in the circumstances permitted by the Companies Act. The Board
may waive any lien which has arisen and may resolve that any share shall for some limited
period be exempt wholly or partially from the provisions of this Article.

ENFORCEMENT OF LIEN BY SALE

The Board may sell all or any of the shares subject to any lien at such time or times and in
such manner as it may determine. However, no sale shall be made until such time as any
money in respect of which such lien exists is presently payable or the liability or engagement
in respect of which such lien exists is liable to be presently fulfilled or discharged, and until
notice in writing shall have been served on the holder or the person (if any) entitled by
transmission to the shares, demanding the amount due or specifying the liability or
engagement and demanding payment or fulfilment or discharge thereof and giving notice of
intention to sell if default in payment, fulfiiment or discharge shall continue for 14 clear days
after service of such notice. For giving effect to any such sale, the Board may authorise
some person to execute an instrument of transfer of the shares sold in the name and on
behalf of the holder or the person (if any) entitled by transmission in favour of the purchaser
or as the purchaser may direct. The purchaser shall not be bound to see to the application
of any purchase consideration nor shall his title to the shares be affected by any act,
omission, irregularity or invalidity relating to or connected with the proceedings in reference
to the sale.

APPLICATION OF PROCEEDS OF SALE

The net proceeds of any sale of shares subject to any lien, after payment of the expenses of
sale, shall be applied in or towards satisfaction of so much of the amount due to the
Company or of the liability or engagement (as the case may be) as is presently payable or is
liable to be presently fulfilled or discharged. The balance (if any) shall (on surrender to the
Company for cancellation of the certificate for the shares sold, and subject to a like lien for
any money not presently payable or any liability or engagement not liable to be presently
fulfilled or discharged as existed on the shares before the sale) be paid (without interest) to
the holder or the person (if any) entitled by transmission to the shares so sold.
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CALLS ON SHARES
23. CALLS

Subject to the terms of allotment of shares, the Board may from time to time make calls on
the members in respect of any money unpaid on the shares of any class held by them
respectively (whether in respect of nominal value or premium) and not payable on a date
fixed by or in accordance with the terms of issue. A call may be required to be paid by
instalments. Each member shall (subject to receiving at least 14 clear days' notice specifying
when and where payment is to be made and whether or not by instalments) be liable to pay
the amount of every call so made on him as required by the notice. A call shall be deemed
to have been made at the time when the resolution of the Board authorising such call was
passed or (as the case may require) any person to whom power has been delegated
pursuant to these Articles serves notice of exercise of such power. A call may, before
receipt by the Company of any sum due thereunder, be either revoked or postponed in
whole or part as regards all or any such members as the Board may determine. A person on
whom a call is made shall remain liable notwithstanding the subsequent transfer of the
shares in respect of which the call was made.

24. LIABILITY OF JOINT HOLDERS

The joint holders of a share shall be jointly and severally liable for the payment of all calls in
respect thereof.

25. INTEREST ON CALLS

If the whole of the sum payable in respect of any call is not paid on or before the day
appointed for payment, the person from whom it is due and payable shall pay all costs,
charges and expenses that the Company may have incurred by reason of such non-
payment, together with interest on the unpaid amount from the day appointed for payment
thereof to the day of payment (both days inclusive) at the rate fixed by the terms of the
allotment of the share or in the notice of the call or, if no rate is so fixed, at 15 per cent per
annum (or such lower rate as the Board may determine). The Board may waive payment of
such costs, charges, expenses or interest in whole or in part.

26. RIGHTS OF MEMBER WHEN CALL UNPAID

Unless the Board otherwise determines, no member shall be entitled to receive any dividend
or to be present and vote at a general meeting or at any separate general meeting of the
holders of any class of shares either in person or (save as proxy for another member) by
proxy, or be reckoned in a quorum, or to exercise any other right or privilege as a member in
respect of a share held by him unless and until he shall have paid all calls for the time being
due and payable by him in respect of that share, whether alone or jointly with any other
person, together with interest and expenses (if any) payable by such member to the
Company.

27. SUMS DUE ON ALLOTMENT TREATED AS CALLS

Any sum payable in respect of a share on allotment or at any fixed date, whether in respect
of the nominal value of the share or by way of premium or as an instalment of a call, shall for
the purposes of these Articles be deemed to be a call duly made. If it is not paid, the
provisions of these Articles shall apply as if such amount had become due and payable by
virtue of a call.

28. POWER TO DIFFERENTIATE

The Board may make arrangements on the allotment or issue of shares for a difference as
between the allottees or holders of such shares in the amount and time of payment of calls.
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PAYMENT IN ADVANCE OF CALLS

The Board may, if it thinks fit, receive from any member willing to advance the same all or
any part of the moneys uncalled and unpaid on the shares held by him. Such payment in
advance of calls shall extinguish pro tanto the liability on the shares in respect of which it is
made. The Company may pay interest on the money paid in advance, or so much of it as
exceeds the amount for the time being called up on the shares in respect of which such
advance has been made, at such rate as the Board may decide. The Board may at any time
repay the amount so advanced on giving to such member not less than three months' notice
in writing of its intention to do so, unless before the expiration of such notice the amount so
advanced shall have been called up on the shares in respect of which it was advanced.

FORFEITURE OF SHARES
NOTICE IF CALL NOT PAID

If any member fails to pay the whole of any call or any instalment of any call on or before the
day appointed for payment, the Board may at any time serve a notice in writing on such
member or on any person entitled to the shares by transmission, requiring payment, on a
date not less than 14 clear days from the date of the notice, of the amount unpaid and any
interest which may have accrued thereon and any costs, charges and expenses incurred by
the Company by reason of such non-payment. The notice shall name the place where the
payment is to be made and state that, if the notice is not complied with, the shares in respect
of which such call was made will be liable to be forfeited.

FORFEITURE FOR NON-COMPLIANCE

If the notice referred to in Article 30 is not complied with, any share in respect of which it was
given may, at any time before the payment required by the notice has been made, be
forfeited by a resolution of the Board to that effect. Such forfeiture shall include all dividends
declared or other money payable in respect of the forfeited shares and not paid before the
forfeiture.

NOTICE AFTER FORFEITURE

When any share has been forfeited, notice of the forfeiture shall be served on the person
who was before forfeiture the holder of the share or the person entitled to such share by
transmission (as the case may be). An entry of such notice having been given and of the
forfeiture with the date thereof shall forthwith be made in the Register in respect of such
share. However, no forfeiture shall be invalidated by any omission to give such notice or to
make such entry as aforesaid.

FORFEITURE MAY BE ANNULLED

The Board may, at any time before any share so forfeited has been cancelled or sold, re-
allotted or otherwise disposed of, annul the forfeiture, on the terms that payment shall be
made of all calls and interest due thereon and all expenses incurred in respect of the share
and on such further terms (if any) as the Board shall see fit.

SURRENDER

The Board may accept a surrender of any share liable to be forfeited. In such case,
references in these Articles to forfeiture shall include surrender.

DISPOSAL OF FORFEITED SHARES

Every share which is forfeited shall on forfeiture become the property of the Company.
Subject to the provisions of the Companies Act, any forfeited share may be sold, re-allotted
or otherwise disposed of, either to the person who was the holder before forfeiture or
otherwise entitled to the share, or to any other person, on such terms and in such manner as
the Board shall determine. The Board may, for the purposes of the disposal, authorise some
person to transfer the share in question and may enter the name of the transferee in respect
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of the transferred share in the Register, notwithstanding the absence of any share certificate
being lodged in respect of the share and may issue a new certificate to the transferee. An
instrument of transfer executed by that person shall be as effective as if it had been
executed by (as the case may be) the holder (if any) of, or the person entitled by
transmission to, the share. The Company may receive the consideration (if any) given for
the share on its disposal.

36. EFFECT OF FORFEITURE

A shareholder whose shares have been forfeited shall cease to be a member in respect of
the shares forfeited and shall, in the case of a holder of certificated shares, surrender to the
Company for cancellation the certificate for such shares. He shall nevertheless be liable to
pay to the Company all calls made and not paid on such shares at the time of forfeiture, and
interest thereon at 15 per cent per annum (or such lower rate as the Board may determine)
from the date of the forfeiture to the date of payment (both dates inclusive), in the same
manner in all respects as if the shares had not been forfeited, and to satisfy all (if any)
claims, demands and liabilities which the Company might have enforced in respect of the
shares at the time of forfeiture, without any reduction or allowance for the value of the shares
at the time of forfeiture or for any consideration received on their disposal.

37. EXTINCTION OF CLAIMS

The forfeiture of a share shall involve the extinction at the time of forfeiture of all interest in
and all claims and demands against the Company in respect of the share and all other rights
and liabilities incidental to the share as between the holder (if any) whose share is forfeited
(or the person entitled by transmission to the forfeited share as the case may be) and the
Company, except only such of those rights and liabilities as are by these Articles expressly
saved, or as are by the Companies Act given or imposed in the case of past members.

38. EVIDENCE OF FORFEITURE

A statutory declaration by a Director or the Secretary that a share has been forfeited in
pursuance of these Articles, and stating the date on which it was forfeited, shall, as against
all persons claiming to be entitled to that share, be conclusive evidence of the facts therein
stated. The declaration, together with the receipt by the Company for the consideration (if
any) given for the share on the sale or disposition thereof and a certificate for the share
delivered to the person to whom the same is sold or disposed of, shall (subject if necessary
to the execution of an instrument of transfer) constitute a good title to the share. Subject to
the execution of any necessary transfer, such person shall be registered as the holder of the
share and shall be discharged from all calls made prior to such sale or disposition and shall
not be bound to see to the application of any purchase consideration, nor shall his title to the
share be affected by any act, omission, irregularity or invalidity relating to or connected with
the proceedings in reference to the forfeiture or disposal of the share. Such person shall not
(except by express agreement with the Company) become entitled to any dividend which
might have accrued on the share before the completion of the sale or disposition thereof.

TRANSFER OF SHARES
39. FORM OF TRANSFER

Subject to such of the restrictions of these Articles as may be applicable, each member may
transfer all or any of his shares which are in certificated form by instrument of transfer in
writing in any usual form or in any form approved by the Board. Such instrument shall be
executed by or on behalf of the transferor and (in the case of a transfer of a share which is
not fully paid up) by or on behalf of the transferee. The transferor shall be deemed to remain
the holder of such share until the name of the transferee is entered in the Register in respect
of it. All instruments of transfer which are registered may be retained by the Company.

40. RIGHT TO REFUSE REGISTRATION

401 The Board may, in its absolute discretion, refuse to register any transfer of a share in
certificated form (or renunciation of a renounceable letter of allotment) unless:

NOTICE OF AND REASONS FOR REFUSAL

If the Board refuses to register a transfer of a share it shall, as soon as practicable and in
any event within two months after the date on which the transfer was lodged with the
Company, send notice of the refusal to the transferee at the same time as it sends the
transferee notice of the refusal to register a transfer and the Board will provide the transferee
with its reasons for the refusal.

TRANSMISSION OF SHARES
ON DEATH

If a member dies, the survivors or survivor, where he was a joint holder, and his executors or
administrators, where he was a sole or the only survivor of joint holders, shall be the only
persons recognised by the Company as having any title to his shares. Nothing in these
Articles shall release the estate of a deceased member from any liability in respect of any
share which has been solely or jointly held by him.

ELECTION OF PERSON ENTITLED BY TRANSMISSION

Any person becoming entitled to a share in consequence of the death or bankruptcy of any
member, or of any other event giving rise to a transmission of such entitlement by operation
of law, may, on such evidence as to his title being produced as the Board may require, elect
either to become registered as a member or to have some person nominated by him
registered as a member.

49. INCREASE, CONSOLIDATION, SUB-DIVISION AND REDENOMINATION
The Company may from time to time by ordinary resolution:

49.2 consolidate and divide all or any of its share capital into shares of a larger nominal amount
than its existing shares;

50.1.1 sell the shares representing the fractions for the best price reasonably
obtainable to any person (including, subject to the provisions of the Companies
Act, the Company) and distribute the net proceeds of sale after deduction of the

The Company may not exercise any right in respect of treasury shares held by it, including

redeemable treasury shares.

VARIATION OF CLASS RIGHTS
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SANCTION TO VARIATION

If at any time the share capital of the Company is divided into shares of different classes, any
of the rights for the time being attached to any shares (whether or not the Company may be
or is about to be wound up) may from time to time be varied or abrogated in such manner (if
any) as may be provided in these Articles by such rights or, in the absence of any such
provision, either with the consent in writing of the holders of not less than three-quarters in
nominal value of the issued shares of the relevant class (excluding any shares of that class
held as treasury shares) or with the sanction of a special resolution passed at a separate
general meeting of the holders of shares of the class duly convened and held in accordance
with the Companies Act.

CLASS MEETINGS

All the provisions in these Articles as to general meetings shall, with any necessary
modifications, apply equally to every meeting of the holders of any class of shares. The
Board may convene a meeting of the holders of any class of shares whenever it thinks fit
and whether or not the business to be transacted involves a variation or abrogation of class
rights. The quorum at every such meeting shall be not less than two persons present (in
person or by proxy) holding at least one-third of the nominal amount paid up on the issued
shares of the relevant class (excluding any shares of that class held as treasury shares)
provided that a person present by proxy is treated as holding only the shares in respect of
which the proxy is authorised to exercise voting rights.

the reduction of the capital paid up on such shares or by the purchase or redemption by the
Company of its own shares or the sale of any shares held as treasury shares in accordance
with the provisions of the Companies Act and these Articles.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETINGS
Subject to the provisions of the Companies Act, annual general meetings shall be held at

CHAIRMAN

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meeting place and one or more satellite meeting places, such other places) and/or from such
electronic facility or facilities for the attendance and participation to such other electronic
facility or facilities as determined by the Chairman (or, in default, the Board) in his or its
absolute discretion.

voted on. The Chairman of the meeting may agree to the withdrawal of any proposed
amendment before it is voted on at the meeting.

74.15. PROCEDURE ON A POLL

744751 A poll duly demanded on the election of the Chairman of a meeting or on any question of
adjournment shall be taken forthwith. A poll duly demanded on any other matter shall be
taken in such manner (including the use of ballot or voting papers or electronic means, or
any combination thereof) and at such time and place, not being more than 30 days from the
date of the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the poll was demanded, and by such
means of attendance and participation (including at such place or places and/or by means of
such electronic facility or facilities) as the Chairman shall direct. The Chairman may appoint
scrutineers who need not be members. No notice need be given of a poll not taken
immediately if the time and place at which it is to be taken are announced at the meeting at
which it is demanded. In any other case, at least seven clear days' notice shall be given,
specifying the time and place at which the poll is to be taken. The result of the poll shall be
deemed to be the resolution of the meeting at which the poll was demanded.

Subject to the provisions of the Companies Act, all acts done by any person acting as an
Auditor shall, as regards all persons dealing in good faith with the Company, be valid,
notwithstanding that there was some defect in his appointment or that he was at the time of
his appointment not qualified for appointment or subsequently became disqualified.

166.165.  AUDITOR'S RIGHT TO ATTEND GENERAL MEETINGS

An Auditor shall be entitled to attend any general meeting and to receive all notices of and
other communications relating to any general meeting which any member is entitled to
receive and to be heard at any general meeting on any part of the business of the meeting
which concerns him as Auditor.
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
